2008 Ministry Review
     During 2008 Norman preached in 25 local church 
revivals, 4 summer camp meetings 1 retreat and in 12 
special, single services.  This ministry was provided 
in 20 different states, from Hawaii to Maryland and 
in 2 cities in Mexico.  This required Norman to fly on 
101 different flights; and drive 24,500 miles.

     The Ministry’s annual expenses were funded 
36% by church offerings and 64% by individual 
sponsors.
